Avraham Koplowicz, who suffered in the Lodz Ghetto, found his own way of escaping the harsh reality imposed by the Germans.

He dreamed. Through magical poetry, he was able to dream of escaping. One of his poems, 'A Dream,' describes a freedom that he never attained. Avraham Koplowicz was murdered in Auschwitz-Birkenau in September, 1944
Abramek Koplowicz was born in Lodz on 18.2.1930, the son of Yocheved Gittel and Mendel Koplowicz. He managed to study only two years in elementary school and to work in the Ghetto until he was sent to Auschwitz with his mother Yocheved and his father Mendel.

His father succeeded to get him through the first selection but later, when they were sent to hard labor he had to hide his son Abramek in the shack. When he came back from work to the shack he found out that his only son was taken and sent to the crematoriums. Abramek was 14 when he perished and also his mother was murdered.

In the registration of inhabitants in the Ghetto of Lodz it is written:

Avraham Koplowicz, born 18.2.1930, profession: pupil, address in the Ghetto: Siegfriedstr.9

After surviving the inferno, Mendel Koplowicz returned to Lodz.

He found a notebook with poems and drawings of his son Abramek, which was titled: "Self-Fable" (UTWORY – WŁASNE).

Mendel Koplowicz married Haya Grynfeld who was also an Holocaust survivor from Lodz, and her son Eliezer Lolek survived the war as well. They immigrated to Israel in 1957.

Mendel never told anyone about the notebook of his dead son. Mendel Koplowicz died in 1983, and after his death and the death of his wife, his stepson – Eliezer Lolek Grynfeld found the poetry notebook of Abramek.

The poems, originally written in Polish, astound the hearer with their richness of expression and the talent of Abramek, a child who managed to study only two years in elementary school.

Lolek Grynfeld took the poetry book and turned it into his "Life's Work". The poems were published and became famous around the world. The first issue was released in Poland in its original language - Polish.

The Polish literary critic, Zbigniew Dominiak, wrote in the introduction to the Polish publication: "Fifty years went by since Abramek perished and we are overwhelmed".

The poem "Dream" was translated into 15 languages

The story of Abramek Koplowicz appears in "Yad Vashem" Institute, in the Holocaust Museums in Auschwitz, in Washington and in Hiroshima.

His notebook is presented in "Yad Vashem" over a full page on top of which an excerpt of the poem "Dream" is engraved.

In 1995 Lolek Grynfeld obtained the permission of the Municipality of Lodz to name a street after "The Poet Abramek Koplowicz 1930-1944", and in memory of one million and a half Jewish children who perished in the Holocaust. He also engraved the name of Abramek on the tombstone of Mendel Koplowicz.

The most famous poem – "Dream" – was read out at the Israeli Knesset (Parliament), it is also used to open Memorial Ceremonies and continues to be moving and exciting till today.

The picture illustration, which Abramek drew, became the logo of various memorial events and was printed on stamps, pins, notebooks and books, maps and more. It was engraved on marble tablets that the Poles set up in the Jewish institutions that existed in Lodz before the war. It also appears on the home page of that site.

The poems were also recorded on a compact disc performed by the "Ice 9" group.
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
